Bill Lundy recently posted an old picture on Facebook of
rodeo officers and directors signing Monte Montana as the
1| specialty act for the 1975 rodeo after having purchased the
El Pinal Rodeo Arena.  Pictured is Jerry Toman (Treasurer),
Joe Williford (Chairman of the Board & Founder of Bear
Creek Rodeo Association/BCRA), Mike Clifford (Board
Member), Bill Lundy (President) and Monte Montana. Joe
and Mike have since passed away and Bill lives in Sedona,

AZ. The only members of the 10 co -signers who are still
alive and living in Evergreen are Bill Valentine, Dick Porter
and Jerry Toman (and their wives).

The picture was taken at the RCA (Rodeo Cowboys
Association) Annual Convention at the Brown Palace Hotel in Denver about 42 years ago when it was
necessary to go to the convention to get our rodeo approved each year. The photo is of four (out of ten)
people who drove that purchase and co -signed the loan for the grounds from the Dolph Means family
from Texas. The interest -free loan provided by Evergreen State Bank and the Max Brooks Family was
for the purchase of the grounds and the Elcar fence around the grounds. For those who remember, there
was a big barn/horse boarding facility managed by Perry and Ada Jane Knoll that later burned down (and
was not replaced when the insurance was allowed to lapse) at a time when there were just a handful of
homes built in El Pinal.
